Minute for Mission – 2023 Alberta Fires 
In Alberta at present there are 73 active wildfires with thousands of Albertans displaced.  As of the 
12th of May, 20 of the fires are considered out of control.  The Red Cross Disaster Relief is 
responding.  The Red Cross works closely with all governments.  Reception Centres are set up with 
the main centre being Edmonton Expo Centre.  Volunteers are ensuring there are emergency 
lodgings-with cots, blankets, pillows and hygiene kits, as well as providing assistance with food, 
clothing and emotional support.  The volunteers are trained to provide psychological emotional 
support coping with loss and hardship and first aid. 
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The Disaster Relief Fund is always ready to assist as they have a mandate to prevent and provide 
safety to anyone in distress.  Their overhead (administrative cost) is only 5%.  Our Outreach 
Committee is responding with a donation of $500.  From May 8 to June 3, the Federal Government is 
matching every $1 donated x2.  Therefore our donation will end up being $1,500.
